a) Application no 22/00805/VAR – Rowan House, 6 North Street – Minor amendments to Planning Permission 20/02140/HOU & variation of condition 5 to allow for occupation by an elderly dependant relative.  The Parish Council still object to this application on the same grounds as previously, gaining residential status of a property which should not have originally been passed.
b) Application no 21/02782/HOU – Bramley Lodge, Beech Trees Lane – Two storey side extension, ground floor and first floor side extension with balcony, alterations to roof and changes to external appearance.  Concerns over light pollution for the surrounding area and environment.  Bat surveys for this application were carried out in May when some species may not have returned to their roosts – a further survey may be needed.
c) Application no 22/01106/HOU – 4 Woodland Close – Alterations and extension. No objections. 
d) Application no 22/01245/VAR – Crabapple Cottage, road from Denbury to Halwell Cross – Removal of condition 4 on planning permission 12/00316/FUL (alterations to barn to form additional living accommodation) to allow for short-term holiday letting use.  No objections.
