6) Main Agenda.
a) Report from County Councillor – nothing to report.
The main headlines from DCC are that I will be presenting the outturn report on Wednesday which will be that we came in under budget by £63000 - the budget was £511m.

Childrens services were £9.8m overspent at the end of the year having peaked at just over £12m, all the other departments managed to find some savings which together with a restructuring of debt repayments and some unexpected additional business rate receipts have produced the final figures. 

Because there was some money available part of the report will be to agree a £250000 fund to accelerate a reduction in the carbon footprint, climate change, and we will also be agreeing to write off some £2.8m of overspending of the Dedicated Schools Grant on children's with additional needs.  This will not be taken from schools as it was nearly three years ago when members may recall primary schools having to take a £33000 reduction.  The money is not going to be taken from school budgets but come out of some reserves that will no longer be needed. 

Other news is that you will have seen increased activity in road resurfacing and I am dealing with some of Tony's issues about a view on quality of works

a) New Pavillion – Cllr C Stacey confirmed he has put out to tender for some prices which he is awaiting.
