Having met the new owners of the above property on site, it was agreed that they could remove their concrete boundary fence and then remove the concrete and rubbish that had built up between the Devon Bank (which is the edge of the Parish Council New Village Hall site), and their concrete fence. A line to be taken between the tall concrete post in the centre of the fence line, and the concrete post abutting the School field, and this taken as the boundary which will be of stock type fencing. Removal of only enough of the Devon bank to allow the new fence to be erected along this line will take place; this will ensure that the native species which are still surviving along the bank will not have their roots damaged.The new owners will plant a new hedge on their side of the fence. The stone wall which bounds the south-westerly part of the property will remain as existing.

g) Lengthsman Report – Mike Pearey reported by e-mail as follows:-
Ian has been struggling to transfer the photos showing the work he did in the big ditch by Yeatt copse, so yesterday we went via there to take some "1 month after" digging photos, just to ensure we had a record for CEF purposes.  While the vegetation has grown up again the ditch is clear.  Between the two of us Yeatt Cross has had 8 hrs 30mins of CEF digging work.  It should work well for the foreseeable!
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Of note Highways have repaired the damaged surface at Brambleoak Cross, (at the eastern end of the copse), but in the process have blocked the outlet of a pipe which comes from the north under the main road;  Classic!  We''ll keep an eye on it for a while before making a decision of whether to dig it out, or leave it be.  There was a Highway lorry there transporting a section of large diameter water mains pipe, with which they intend to repair the leaky pipe 50 mtrs uphill (east), which keeps the verge down to the Cross and beyond permanently soggy.  Ian Cumberlidges' sister lives in the house at Brambleoak Cross so she is keeping us in the picture!  It will mean digging up the main road again....
