a) Devon Air Ambulance Landing Area – The Planning Application has now been submitted to TDC, a Grant of £3000 has been given from C Cllr Mrs S Parker-Khan for installation costs.

Cllr Mrs M Colclough reported by e-mail as follows:-

The Council backed the new council tax base of 49,633 properties. It is likely that there will be a rise in annual payment for a band D property of 2.78% or£5 to£185.17. The draft budget also includes plans to increase parking charges. All this will come before Full Council for approval later this month.

The Council is to write to the government calling for a permanent change in the law to allow the council to hold virtual, hybrid or physical meetings to suit the local context and needs of residents and councillors. It is thought that flexibility and increased accessibility could help to attract a wider range of potential councillors. There would be reduced travelling time, lower the carbon footprint and saves on travelling expenses.

A revamp in play areas has been agreed with S106 funding to refurbish the Ashburton Road play area in Newton Abbot and the Den in Teignmouth.

The drop in house building over the past two years in Teignbridge has been highlighted, showing a fall from 98% to 86%. Last year 473 homes were delivered in comparison to the target of 760 and in 2019/20 447 homes were delivered from the target of 753.The current Local Plan was designed to meet an annual requirement of 620 homes rather than the national set target of around 755, so this highlights the importance of completing the revised Local Plan where consultation has just been completed
